The
parapet of the Friary tower was visibly unsafe when surveyed from ground floor. The mortar had been
weatheredleavingthe masonry unstable. Repointing works were required at a high level to consolidate the
masonry to conserve the building and ake it safe at ground level for visitorsThe work was carried out using
an NHUime mortar mix as recommended by the Department Bhvironment, Heritage and Local Government
(now the Dept of Culture, As and the GaeltachtyRuinsg TheConservation and Repair of Masonry Ruins
Advice Series guidelineRainey Restoration steeplejacks were appointed to carry out the works as they are
trained in built heritage conservation at W& Dean,UK and usig rope access removed the expense of

scaffdding which could then be funnelled into theonservationwork on the building.
